PUBLIC OPINION FABRICATION AND MILITARY
ALLIGNMMENTSFOR A WICKED WAR

A new chapter of interior and international
Ameri can propaganda has begun to nmake the mlitary
attack to Iran seem justified. The Iran issue and
the U S. threats against her constantly fill up the
top of international headline news and the U S

tags Ilran as the “Geatest Security Threat against

Anerica.” Most inportantly, the Naval, Air and
Ground forces have conpleted their war f ar e
I nstrunment al preparations, targets of their
bombings and mssiles are already set, their

terrible paramlitary groups that are located in
exploited nations’ lands that are set by the
“Special Forces” of Israel and Anerica, organized
and readied for beginning of a war. So that, when
and if the war begins, people becone confused,
battling forces paralyzed and people’'s heart

frighten and terrorized through their atrocities.

Many people are wondering if this tinme the U S.
will nmake their threats in reality energe, and
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begin its attack in lranian soil. This question
has a sinple answer: The political, diplomtic and
mlitary activities of Anerica expose its wll of
mlitary attack to Iran. It is rolling its inside
and international policies upon this very basis.
Hence, there is not a reason for us to, alike the
Islamc Republic officials, put people into sleep
saying as if the mlitary alignnment and Anerican

mlitary diplomacy is a truth | ess factor.

American War Machine is |ike a train on its
railroad and sonetines noves toward its goals
(antagonistic facing with Iran) and rides segnents

of its road and, sonetinmes it stops when it runs

I nto obstacl es. America could nmake its mlitary
attack agai nst Iran before the end Bush's
presi dency (Dec. 2008) or, | et t he next
admnistration to have it done. It is also

possi ble that sonme Iranian or global occurrences
divert the war machine conpletely out of its
currently appar ent railroad. ( For exanpl e
appearance of revolutionary conditions inside of
I ran; escalations of peoples’ struggles against
Bush or, occurrence of severe contradictions within
Anmerican official rulers could cause that.)

But until such happenings don’t cone about, we are

i nside of situations in which, a possible war of
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the U S agai nst lran 1s still counted in
retrospective to the existing international and
| rani an outl ook. To have clearer presentation for
exanple let us glance over the “Cold War” era. The
“Cold War” between western inperialism block under
| eadership of the United States of Anerica and,
Eastern inperialist block |led by Soviet Union was
t he tinmes when bot h parties wer e maki ng
preparations for a Nuclear War. In 1983 both
parties were nearest to the point of pressing the
buttons for war than ever. But the war did not
occur and instead of a Third Wrld War, the saga
ended with the downfall of the Soviet Union and its
eastern block. But all through the cold war era,
such confrontation over shadowed t he gl obal
political outlines and it even had its determ ning
factor in different countries (including Iran)
class alignnents and to produce its independent
line the proletariats had to pay attention to this
matter and take a revolutionary political position
against it and, was neaking preparations to turn
reactionary warfare into a revolutionary war. The
war has not begun but, the war process has had its
determning effect unto political and cl ass
alignnments in Iran and still wll act so. It is
enough to take a look into inside of the leftist

political forces and see what out st andi ng
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nmet anor phosis have conme about in sone of the
| eftist forces of Iran. Sonme have turned into
American inperialist and Israelite security agents
and sone others Ilobby for Islamc Republic in
Washi ngton D.C. Regardl ess of being anybody or any
political party institutions, the fact of the
matter remains to be the fact that the US War
machine is already settled unto the railroad and is
ready to start noving and any party or organization
that intends to turn the current conditions in Iran
into revolutionary conditions and, is trying to
make it such that the future wll take its shape
with a revolution and not with reactionaries and
inperialism it ought to have the matter inside of
a class struggle perspective and present a clear
line in its regard. The country’'s future
directions depends on the fact that if the
revolutionary political novenent of ours, and the
communi st novenent in particular, is able to unite
the streans of the struggle of workers, toilers,
wonmen and intellectuals, and peasants and oppressed
national groups and turn it into a flood to
overthrow the Islamc Republic regine and by
hol ding the helm of social ship, to stand against

US i nperialist wcked plans, or not.
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Mnd frane creation and war forces preparations

Since last sumer the office of Bush's vice
president, Dick Cheney's has comanded propaganda
warfare against Iran in order to create the mnd
franme of war necessity against Iran. Medi a quote
Di ck Cheney saying that attracting the attention of
only 30% of public onions in the US is enough to
start warfare against Iran. Based on Seynour
Hrsh’s knowl edge (New Yorker, Cct . 8) Di ck
Cheney's Ofice has ordered the US Mlitary
Forces Chief to prepare a plan for a possible
at t ack. Hrsh wites that in the new mlitary
pl ans, instead of w despread bonbing, the term
“Surgical Mssion” against Guard's Arny (of the
| slam ¢ Revolution) has been used. This also is
anot her one of Anmerican State’'s course of action to
make this w cked crine seem to appear “Popular.”
Based upon Hirsh’s report, Bush has recently told
Ryan Crocker, the U.S. anbassador in Iraq that he
has idea to attack certain goals on the *“other
side” of the border in which, the Brits wll also
cooper at e. Based on Hirsh's saying, details of a
mlitary attack to Iran “includes the usage of Cruz
m ssiles shot from the sea, and Air Force attacks
to destroy nost of the Islamc Guards Training
Centers, its warehouses, and its command and

control centers. Pl anes, ships and the Cruse

mssiles of the U S Navy are reading up in the
gulf performng their daily tasks. And even AWACK
planes are |ocated at the designated spots.
Everyday the navy flies up its F18 jets for their
m ssi ons. Air attacks will be acconpanied with a
set of *“short and quick attacks” by *“Special
Forces” wunits toward the Guards’ training centers
(ibid.) According to Telegraph’s Daily paper of
Engl and, recently a conference consisting of the US
Air Force and GQulf mlitary | eaders was held up for
“Training and preparation of the Arabic Air Forces
for a possible war with Iran.” (Sept 30'"

Bush’s regine recently has also produced in
| nportant new coverage for the war against Iran.
Before this change’s comng, the U S. propaganda’ s
focus was over the danger of Iran’s achievenent of
Nucl ear (Weapons, ) and was busy trying to
rationalize and justify its “prevention warfare”
against the Islamc Republic regine. But nowadays,
it has focused its propaganda toward Guard’'s Arny’s
interference in the Iraq's inside affairs. Anerica
clains that the Islamc Republic is busy noving
forward an indirect war against American and Iraqi
forces and, the “GHODS Arny”, that is the Cuards
Arnmy’s outside border fore has a dynamic mlitary
role in training and execution of anti Anerican

operations in Iragq. The U. S. Congress has
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announced nunerous tinmes that any “preventing
war f are”  agai nst Iran executed by the Bush
admnistration is illegal. That is why the Bush
reginme is busy decorating the coverage of its war
under "defense of our forces" or "war against
terrorisni. The U. S. governnent's putting the
Guards Arny in the list of terrorists, both for
I nposition of econom cal sanctions against Iran
(since in fact the arny of guards is a financial,
I ndustrial oligarchy) and also for production of a
public cover wup "across the border attacks of
America upon the Ilranian soil seem to appear
| egal i zed. "

Is this war's hazard seri ous?

Draft of an attack to Iran has been on the white
house's "table" for sonme years already. Loss of
sone of the US. plans in Iraq has placed the
current U S. leaders in a difficult position in
regard to begi nning another war in the M ddl e East.
Based on of fici al statistics t he Bush
adm nistration's popularity has declined vastly and
Is not nore than 20 percent. To an extent, the
| nperialist powers in Europe are against this war
and Russia appears to be against it. There is
serious opposition to starting a war in lran within

the U S official rulers. It is to such degree
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that recently a group of highest ranking U S
mlitary officers have produced a statenent in
whi ch the Anerican soldiers and officers are called
to, on attacking Iran to refuse to conply, in
correspondence wth International Nurenburg Law
(Based wupon international Nurenmburg Law that is
signed by the US as well, followng illegal
mlitary orders equals warfare transgressions.
Based upon this very law it was when after the
Second World War the Nazi officers were sentenced
to death and treated as such.) Even, between neo
cones who were the main architects of war in Iraq,
a disagreenent has occurred. M chael Laden is
definitely against that war and believes that
"reginme changing in Iran" should conme about through

"I nside revolution."

Wth all said though, several reports from around
the world indicates that attacking lran is getting
nore serious. Serious problens of the U S in lraqg
and serious oppositions wthin the US. have
mel | owed out her war planning against Iran but, it
has not been defied. One of the less reputable
senators of the U S called Senator Govben said:
"When they (Bush adm nistration guys) are saying
"All choices are on the table," they nean that

there is a chance of a nuclear attack as well."

Simlar to the way Saddam Hussein used to bully
exaggerations with which, Ahmadi nejad and his peers
fill people’'s ears with lullabies such as, “today
the eneny is hopeless and all their threats are
based on their own fears.” (Etemad Daily, March
24y

But what is the reality behind all these bullies
and exaggerati ons?

Firstly, simlar to the U S. inperialists, these
reactionaries have not gotten “good” choice(s) to
make in front of them Their confrontation wth
the U S brings both their inside contradictions,
il.e. the regine vs. the people (of Iran,) and
inside rulers’ contradictions that are escalated
but, still retreating to the Anmerican demands for

them woul d be Iike commtting suicide.

Secondly, one of the Islamc Republic’'s trends
bluffing and bulling is based upon the fallacious
analysis through which they assune Russia wll
support the Islamc Republic and generally, all of
the American opposing regines. Anot her sector of
the Iran ruling reginme sees a war’s occurrence as
Its own survival trail since, the war can put aside

the inside problens that threaten the regine’'s fall
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tenporarily. Under the pressure of inside and
outside pressure, the different trends of the
reginme are conspiring days and nights to kick on
the rival one out of the arena. The differences of
ruling sector of the reginme are so obvious that for

whi ch, once Ahnmadi negad conpl ai ned by saying: *“Sone
of the insiders ask Anmerica to increase its
pressure upon us!” Sone ot hers, (such as
Ahmadi negad’s trend) |ook upon the U S. attach as
the chance to confront and settle inside matters.
Sonme other (like Rafsanjani) see it s a catalyst

for a mlitary coup de tat.

I s Russian Regine against the US mlitary attack?
The U. S. and Russia have serious conflicts, but
Iran per se is not their center point of conflicts.
The Russia is determined to use Iran as its pawn in
the gl obal chess gane conpetition anong the
| nperialist powers. Al t hough Russia is concerned
about the U S. Anmerica's conplete domnation in the
M ddl e East but, Iran pawn usage in the gane has
ot her advantages for her that are beyond the M ddl e
Eastern boundari es. Russia wants to get her own
chunk of the world for dom nation. Russia wants to
gain inportant econom c and geopolitical privileges
such as expansion of the Russian Capital such as,

expansi on of the Russian Capitol in the global oi
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and natural gas cartels and, in Europe. Econony in
return for her being in peace along the US., in
regard to the matter of Iran. In fact Russia’'s
opposing the economcal sanctions or mlitary
attacks against Iran is her showing off in the
worl d stage. Political and mlitary show offs’ are
part of condition necessary to accunulate capito

in the era of inperialism

The U.S. inperialism which is borrowing from the
“future” to develop her current plans is also able
to fulfill Russia s inperialist thirst as well.
Sone of the Iran matters anal yzers believe that the
| slam c Republic gives major benefits to Russia to
keep her next to itself. One of these is its
acceptance of Russian conditions in regard to the
Caspi an Sea’s division. Doubtl essly, if the U S.
decides to attack Iran, the Russia will not stand
agai nst her. COctober 17'" speech of Bush that cane
a day after Putin's visiting lran (to participate
in Caspian Sea's Countries Conference) exposed a
very major aspect of the U S status vs. Islamc
republic’'s regine, in other words it showed that
the security and bounds of the U S. contradiction
with Iran is originated fromthe larger plan of the
US., that is her desired boundl ess dom nation of
the world. In response to Putin’s visiting Tehran,

and words through which he had declared any sort of
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attacking Iran are forbidden, Bush stated that if
Iran does not take hands of its nuclear program
the Third Wrld War wll start. This threat is
clearly a threat against Russia, not against |ran.
Bush said: “W have di sagreenents agai nst Russia on
numer ous problens but, on two matters we agree on

conpletely: on Iran, and on Nuclear Wapon's

expansion all around the world.” O course on both
grounds they have disagreenents. But the U S
intends to insist it is not wlling to give any

points to Russia over these two indicated fields.

The Big attack or bigagreenent!
Guardi an, the daily London paper described the
future U S. and Iran’s confrontati on under such
headl i ne: The Big attack or big conciliation!

Qobviously the Islamc Republic rulers will not put
aside any attenpts in order to reach a
consent/concession wth America; and with no doubt,
Bush’s administration is also looking into a
concession with powerful circles within the Iran
ruling sector. Especially since the Irag
experience exposed the fact that manufacturing a
new gang of reactionary rulers and mlitary and

security order is not easy to acconplish. The
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possibility of a great agreenent between Anerica
and the Islamc Republic is not omtted at all.

But such conciliation rd is not necessarily in
contradiction with a "Big Attack".

Sone other Mddle East political and mlitary
experts | ook upon the matter as nore nultifaceted.
Their prediction counts 1into its account the
probability that the U S. attacking Iran can
I mredi ately turn into a long scale war wwth Iran or
even end up wth an endless region war. These
experts proclaim that Iran's any sort of actions
for revenge wll be the war's ignition. Clearly
Brits and Anmericans wll immediately occupy the
Hornoz Strait and @Qulf Shores in order to prevent
occurrence of disarray in the oil and trade ships
or, for exanple, Pakistan starts a war wth
Af ghani stan to prevent its instabilities escal ation
or, Turkey enters lraqgi soil under P.K. K repressing

cover and, lran also enters Iraq or Afghani stan.

Foreseeing that such solution surely pul | s
controlling off of the US. hands is the factor
that makes her hesitant to push the war nmachine's
butt on.

But the crises ridden U S. Capitalist-Inperialist

that is searching for renedies to resolve self's
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problenms and she hardly can place the long term

I mge in he own cal cul ati ons.

We ought to analyze and dig into processes in the
Materialist (D alectical) fashion. The above
I ndicated nmajor factors can change the current
war's process and path. But the US w cked
planning does not only end up in a mlitary
warfare. A political and econom cal reconstruction
Is on top of the U S. agenda and to achieve it she
Is adamantly wlling to get into Iran's affairs, be

it wth war or without it and, speak her own final

wor ds.
Tens of mllions of Iranians' lives obliteration
will only begin with the econom c reconstruction.

The Mddle Eastern warfare's goals are not
unrelated with the globalization of the world's
capital. Capitalism needs to accunul ate qui cker and
on higher ratio and it needs to change the ME's
political and econom cal basis. MIlions of humans
will be victimzed under capitalist's glory; first
through wars and when they end up through

"economcal reforns.”

Struggling to prevent the US war is (only) a

segnent of the struggle against such horrendous
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future. Any sincere human who |ooks wupon this
scene from any angle-point realizes that no choice
Is there for the majority of Iranian people except
a revolution; a revolution to overthrow the Islamc
Republic, put the power into the hands of toilers
and, reconstruct the social econony in a way to
neet people's needs ends and not the world market
interest its going around and the destructive
wheel s of that into the international capital.

Such rebellion will be a bloody revolution. But

wi t hout such revolution the blood shed from bodies

of the workers, peasants and all Iranian peoples
will be much nore extensive than currently fits
into mnds and inmaginations. The chall enge of

communi st forces and revolutionaries is as the
follow ng; under what plan and program should the
prol etari at, toilers, wonen and oppr essed
Nationalities of Iran struggle to achieve a

different tonorrow to cone about ?

Masses of the workers, toilers and oppressed
Iranian Nationalities nust |lead forward and pass
their ship of destiny through this conplex setting.
@Quiding the ship's helm is the Conmunists'
obligation since only sincere and revolutionary
communi sts are able to expose the contents of all

gang of inperialists, reactionaries and all their
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policies fillings through alertness, foreseeing
t hrough distant horizons of tine, space and, nmjor
sacrifices. If the comunists do not place their
obligation wupon their shoulders, then we shal
w tness one of the nobst horrendous chapters in the
class struggle in Iran.

Communi st Conr ades, a progress through which we can
uni te broad masses of people and, the principles of
the future society for which we out to fight is
